Debugging Program #1
‘My Favorite Team’ was the first program that I attempted to debug using FrontPage.  Before going to the preview screen I modified the HTML code by hitting enter after line 1 HTML; by lining the code up this helps me organize and decipher existing code easier.  After opening web page 1 and choosing preview, I encountered the following error screen. 
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The Internet Explorer Script Error box suggested that the error was in line 9; which is where I discovered the missing parenthesis.  Also, while reading through the code I discovered in line 8 that the word message was misspelled.  

After fixing the two errors, I clicked on the preview tab and was able to run the program; this is the user prompt that I received.
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I then entered the name of my favorite football team; The Webster Bearcats, of course, clicked OK and received the following message.  
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The last thing I changed in the program was in line 4, I added a title.  I also deleted the spaces before and after the <title>My Favorite Team</title>.  This allowed the browser window to display a title which would alert the reader as to the purpose of the interactive prompt.

The second program I debugged, and most challenging for me was, ‘What is Your Name?’ using FrontPage. After these changes were made I clicked the preview tab and the program had the correct syntax to run, this is the user prompt that I received.
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After typing in my name and clicking OK the prompt generated the following feedback.
